Reading should be an enjoyable experience for all family members. Make this a special 
time where you and your child are not distracted.  
It is expected that students will read a minimum of 5 times a week and the books be 
recorded in their reading log. Take home books are provided and children are also 
encouraged to borrow books from the school library. Please also make use of our local 
library. 
The ‘Reading Log’ book is to be returned every book changeover day for the teacher to 
check. 
Writing – please provide your child with writing materials, paper, glue and scissors to 
use at their leisure. Practise writing shopping lists, birthday cards or notes to friends. 
 

Nude food

All students are encouraged to bring ‘nude food’ lunches. A nude food lunch has no foil,                
glad wrap or any other packaging. Please unwrap and throw any rubbish out at home to                
help us significantly reduce the amount of rubbish scattered throughout our school. A             
labelled drink bottle containing water is highly encouraged.
